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1. Make sure wireless is enabled and active on your computer. This will vary greatly depending on if you 
have a laptop or desktop and if your wireless is built into the computer or a separate device. Refer to

2. In the System Tray (lower right corner of the screen by the clock), right-click the wireless icon and 

select View Available Wireless Networks. 
 

 
 

 
3. The óWireless Network Connectionô window displays all visible networks in your area.  Select your 

network name and select Connect. 
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4. If your wireless network has security enabled (WEP, WPA, etc.), you will be prompted to enter your 
security key. Type in your security key and select Connect.
